ARRIVING
IHRN’s training venue is situated approximately 20 miles to the west of Dublin on the main N4 the Dublin-Galway road, i.e. 20 minutes by car, 35 minutes by train and 45 minutes by bus. The National University of Ireland’s South Campus has splendid Georgian and Neo-Gothic buildings and extensive gardens. The adjacent new North Campus consists of buildings dating from the 1960s to the present day. The university has an indoor swimming pool - which can be used by participants - and the small town of Maynooth has a variety of pleasant pubs, restaurants and shops. Maynooth is an ideal base for visiting Dublin and other sights nearby.

Travel directions from Dublin Airport:

a) by taxi

A Taxi from outside the Airport terminal to Maynooth campus will cost approximately €55. Confirm the cost with the driver in advance. Alternatively pre-booking a Maynooth-based taxi will be slightly cheaper. eg Express Cabs +353-1-628-9999; MCL Cabs +353-1-628-9222; Major Minor Cabs +353-1-601-6160.
Ask the driver to bring you to the University South Campus in Maynooth. 

b) Airport Transfer

c) by train

AirLink bus (www.dublinbus.ie/your_journey/airport_services.asp) from outside the Arrivals building to Connolly Rail Station. From there, take a direct train to Maynooth https://www.maynoothuniversity.ie/location/commuting/rail 
d) by bus

After taking an Airlink Bus to Dublin central Bus station (Busaras) you can take the 66 or 67A bus from Pearse Street in the City Centre. Buses depart between two and four times per hour, depending on the time of day. From the city centre, the fare to Maynooth is approximately €4. https://www.maynoothuniversity.ie/location/commuting/bus
